The U.S. economy continued to surpass expectations and outpace other developed market peers in the first quarter. Final fourth-quarter gross
domestic product (GDP) growth figures were revised upward with full-year 2023 growth clocking in at 2.5% year-over-year versus 1.9% for
2022.1 The job market remained remarkably resilient with March’s employment figures again exceeding forecasts with 303,000 new positions
added, causing the jobless rate to edge down to 3.8%.2 U.S. unemployment has now been below 4% for more than two years, the longest
stretch since the late 1960s. That said, the U.S. consumer showed signs of weakening as excess savings built up during Covid have been
depleted, and credit card and auto loan delinquencies have risen.3

Inflation remained sticky during the quarter with the Federal Reserve’s (Fed) preferred inflation gauge ticking up slightly to 2.5% year-over-year
in February.4 Mortgage rates were high but steady throughout the period as the housing market continued to be plagued by historically high
prices and low inventory. Oil prices reversed course higher based on the outlook for improved demand growth, exacerbated by escalating
conflicts in the Middle East.

The generally favorable economic backdrop and uptick in inflation led Fed policymakers to hold the federal funds target rate steady again at
their March meeting. Markets took the news in stride, however, as they anticipated the Fed would remain on hold given its the higher-for-longer
messaging. The Fed maintained its forecast for three rate cuts later this year, with investors hoping that policymakers have successfully
orchestrated a soft landing for the U.S. economy. Thrivent’s current base case calls for the Fed to make its first rate cut in June or July, with no
more than two or three cuts over the remainder of the year. Our outlook also calls for inflation to continue to fall (but not in a straight line and not
quickly) and for the U.S. economy to achieve a soft landing, which would be the first in a very long time.

Equity markets started 2024 with a bang as several major U.S. indexes hit new all-time highs. Large-cap stocks led for the quarter with the
bellwether S&P 500 notching 22 new record highs in just three months. By period end, the index was up 10.56%, its best first quarter showing
since 2019. Many mega-cap technology and artificial intelligence (AI) related companies continued to outperform, including five of the so-
called Magnificent Seven that dominated in 2023, although Tesla and Apple lagged in terms of both performance and earnings. Market
leadership also broadened somewhat during the quarter with five sectors in the S&P 500 advancing by double digits, including Communication
Services, Energy, Information Technology, Financials and Industrials. The highly rate-sensitive Real Estate sector was the only area of the index
in negative territory for the quarter.

The tech-centric Nasdaq Composite Index (an electronic stock exchange with more than 3,300 company listings) also set a new record high in
March, gaining 9.31% during the first quarter. Following a brief respite in the fourth quarter, small-cap stocks again lagged large caps, although
the Russell 2000 Index still returned a respectable 5.18% for the quarter. The small-cap segment continues to face pressure from persistently
high interest rates that impact borrowing costs and has less exposure to the generative AI-fueled rally.

International equities also advanced during the quarter but trailed the U.S. market with the MSCI EAFE Index, which tracks developed market
stocks outside the U.S., gaining 5.78%. Japan’s market was the world’s standout performer with its Nikkei 225 Index (a price-weighted index
composed of Japan's top 225 blue-chip companies traded on the Tokyo Stock Exchange) up 12.4%, hitting a new record high for the first time
since 1989 as new corporate governance reforms took hold. During the quarter, the Bank of Japan also ended its years-long policy of negative
interest rates and its yield-curve control program as the country shifted from years of deflation to an inflationary backdrop. The eurozone stock
market also fared well, although sticky inflation data raised questions about the timing of the European Central Bank’s rate cut, currently
anticipated in June.

Emerging market (EM) stocks lagged their developed market counterparts as China’s market remained in negative territory for the fourth
quarter in a row. China’s economy, the world’s second-largest, has continued to struggle with a prolonged real estate downturn, weak
consumer spending and ongoing deflation. China represents more than 25% of the MSCI Emerging Markets Index, (a float-adjusted market-
capitalization index which measures equity market performance in global emerging markets), which returned 2.37% for the quarter.

As the market pushed out expectations for Fed rate cuts until later in the year, U.S. Treasury yields moved higher across the yield curve during
the period, reversing some of fourth quarter’s sharp drop. The yield on the benchmark 10-year Treasury breached the key 4% level in early
January and ended the quarter at 4.20%. Rising yields, which move inversely to bond prices, led to negative returns in the broader fixed-
income market. As measured by the Bloomberg U.S. Aggregate Bond Index, which tracks the performance of U.S. investment-grade bonds,
the market fell by -0.78% during the quarter.

Nearly all sectors provided excess returns over Treasuries, however, as investors continued to seek out attractive yields. Riskier fixed-income
asset classes performed best boosted by prospects of an economic soft landing, led by preferred securities, senior loans, high-yield corporate
bonds, and EM debt.8 Heavy new issue supply across several sectors, including investment-grade and high-yield corporate bonds,
commercial mortgage-backed securities and asset-backed securities, was easily absorbed by the elevated investor demand.

Fund Description
This Fund, the most aggressive in Thrivent's suite of Asset Allocation Funds, is designed for investors
with a long-term time horizon and higher risk tolerance. The Fund is globally diversified across major
equity and fixed income sectors and styles. The Fund is actively managed and invests in a
combination of other funds managed by the Adviser and direct investments in equity and debt
instruments.

Investment Strategy/Process
The Fund has a long-term target allocation of 95% equity securities and 5% fixed income. The Fund’s
asset allocation strategy starts with the construction of a model that sets the long-term target
allocations for the broad asset classes of equity and fixed income. Next, the target weightings for
sub-classes are determined. Equity sub-classes are often based on market capitalization (large, mid,
and small), investment style (such as growth and value), and economic sector. Fixed income sub-
classes may be based on maturity, duration, security type or credit rating. The Fund may invest in
foreign securities, including emerging markets. The portfolio management team actively manages
the Fund with overweight and underweight positions in the various sub-classes based on their views
of the market and economy. Individual stocks and bonds are analyzed and selected on an ongoing
basis. The Fund is regularly rebalanced to ensure that the holdings are within appropriate ranges.
